	Joined the meeting at 8pm. 
Cllr Griffiths informed members there is likely to be a ripple effect relating planning applications from the 1st April 2011 at MSDC following the start of the National Park planning structure.
Cllr Griffiths requested his apologies be recorded regarding the Church Car Park and his thanks to Cllr Gratton for trying to help with this issue.

Tim Boxall stated he felt the piece of land in front of the post box at the bottom of Church Lane is public owned – he will send a copy of maps showing this information.
He also stated that he has written to the owners of The Rectory to inform them the road/verge must be put back to the original state – and clean and tidy. Cllr Stafford stated the verge and highway is still very muddy and untidy tonight, although it has been Christmas shutdown.
