i.  WSCC – Peter Griffiths
WSCC Budget Update: £75-100 million needs to be saved throughout WSCC. It is anticipated that from the 7000 employees of WSCC, around 2000 will lose their jobs most likely through natural wastage.
Youth Services – buildings used are under scrutiny to try and help with savings in this section.
School Figures -  Improvements in the accuracy this year. The Admissions department has a full time position covering this section this year which has helped improved the service.
The new Government has proposed ‘Academies’ for schools. 11 out of the 287 schools have asked to go onto the list for consideration. A school needs to have an Outstanding Ofsted criteria to become an Academy.
Albourne School Hall – The new plans are currently frozen awaiting a decision on Primary School Capital Funding.
Cllr Griffiths is also now responsible for Adult Education Services for the County.
Roads – Thankfully the B2116 was completed before the recent cut backs to the service. There is still an ongoing pot hole programme to help preserve and improve the roads around Sussex.
ii. MSDC – Sue Seward
MSDC Budget Update – £3.2 million to be saved. Working Group to begin work on these savings next week.
South East Plan – Policies scrapped. There are challenges for MSDC to produce further numbers for housing in the District. It is expected the numbers to be in the region of 10K-12K houses to be built. No impact on Albourne at this present time from these changes in strategies.
Following discussions with Cllr Seward regarding the lack of Enforcement Support it was agreed the Clerk would write to Clare Tester with a copy to Catherine Hall to ask for timescales and processes for Enforcement Actions. Clerk to ask is MSDC would offer a workshop at one of the PC meetings.
iii. Update on Farm Watch/Neighbourhood Watch/Police
Cllr Butler reported the next neighbourhood panel meeting is Sat 31st July 2010 in Bolney. There is a meeting on 29th July for members of NW to meet the new Chief Constable.
There has been a small rise in metal thefts – Police are making visits to local scrap metal businesses to help with their enquiries.
Mid Sussex had the lowest crime rate in the south.
Cllr Stafford thanked Cllr Butler for his involvement with the NW panel.
