Cllr. Price informed Mr Maloy he would have to consider taking legal advice and give a budget for preliminary advice – use someone who is familiar with restricted convenance, there may well be someone like that in the Brighton area.
Cllr Gratton informed he would try to find out if this is likely to be referred to Committee and let the relevant people know.

Mr Maloy informed members he had written to to WSCC regarding flooding in October 2000. (Pictures shown to PC). There were serious surface water issues in the surrounding area’s which were noted by WSCC, but I have never heard anything. Mr Lavene got a consultant to put a letter up on the website against the planning application to state the opposite to everything we raised against the issues this property had caused, yet our resident letters don’t get put on there. Mr Maloys concerns were raised as to if this goes to committee then the paperwork would not be up to date, and will the decisions be made by people who do not live in this area?

Cllr Stafford informed that he was amazed just how many member from Mid Sussex District Council had visited the site regarding the Gospel Hall, but it would be worth making contact with Sue Seward to make her aware of your thoughts.

Cllr Gratton asked Mr Maloy to let him have any contact information of people who’s letters are not on the website and he would chase that with MSDC.
