(iii) Ratify Responses sent 

               AE/090132/FUL New Build at High Cross Farm – Response sent below:
Albourne Parish Council has consistently opposed what it considers to be gross overdevelopment of this site. Accordingly Albourne Parish Council objects strongly to this latest application, as representing a further intrusion onto adjoining green land. In our view the proposal not only conflicts with countryside protection policies in the local plan, but is similar in nature to the proposal rejected on appeal. In our view, that inspectors comments, in "reasons" 7 and 8, are not addressed by this application and apply equally here.

Response to Inspectorate for RE: APP/D3830/X/09/2105805 The Lodge adjoining the Fishing Lakes:

Albourne Parish Council objects to the use, and retention of this building for private leisure use and occasional overnight holiday accommodation.  The site lies in an area of development restraint subject to multiple planning policies designed to protect the countryside. It is this council’s view that the uses proposed would have a deleterious impact on the quiet enjoyment of both the fishing lakes and the adjacent public footpath.   

Any such use as above has thus far been conducted without planning consent, as was the conversion of the original building, and any rebuilding in its present style after the fire. Additionally, any overnight usage, or indeed any usage outside the published times and dates of operation of the fishing lakes would be contrary to assurances given personally to local residents about operating hours, by the then “President” of IDAS, Mr A R F Barnard, (upon the purchase of the lakes). We understand that the angling society will be making separate representations to this inquiry.  

Additionally, we assume that the enquiry will seek to establish that the proposed access to the Lodge will be by means other than via the adjacent public footpath.  Our understanding is that the vehicular access to the fishing grounds via the privately and separately owned drive to The Old Threel House and to Albourne Place is limited to residents/visitors to those two properties and additionally only to members of the angling society and the owners/users of the adjacent paddock. We understand that the owner of the drive will be making separate representations to this inquiry.
