i. WSCC – Peter Griffiths
Highways – Pleased that the signs are finally up along the B2116 as scheduled. On a different note, one resident had complained about the positioning.
SID DEVICE – The PC may want to give some thought to the style of SID device used in the village as there are versions which Peter has recently had agreed which can record the data of the speed from vehicles travelling through the village as this can be useful to a Parish.

Safer Routes to School
PG thanked the Chairman for sending the information on from David Waite. WSCC experienced property advisor has become involved to help work with David Waite and help make the decision as to the SRTS easy and clear for the PC. This funding has been put forward to 2010/11 for this project to continue, many Parishes have had their delayed.


Severe damage to the roads over the winter period has caused funding issues with WSCC. An extra 10 million has been put in place. This has caused some school projects to be delayed.

Hazledenes Nursery/Gospel Hall – MG informed members he had received a response from Stephen King at MSDC. MG plans to meet with Stephen King when he returns from holiday. MG to check into the fence location. RD thought it had moved by approximately 6 feet on the western boundary.
Coombe Hill Sand School Lights – MG informed that Enforcement Office John Arnold from MSDC cannot be moved on the decision that the lights unclip and rise and fall, so therefore are classed as temporary. John Arnold says they do unclip. John Arnold will come back to MG regarding the original planning application and if there were any conditions set.
SS reminded the PC that if MSDC do not produce a copy of the application and conditions, then the applicant should.
Member of the public stated the conversation she had with Jon Arnold said they were retractable which is not temporary.
Orrs Caravan – The caravan has been stripped out. John Arnold is waiting for and opinion from the MSDC Legal team as to whether anything can be enforced. He is convinced it is inhabitable. Must keep on top of this one.
Albourne Equestrian Centre – The PC wrote to Stephen King to say they thought a planning application should be submitted – it is further income and local people would see this is not something you can do any get away with. SS will look into this issue and report back to MG.
